The purpose of this assignment is to examine the chemical substances that you eat every day.  In addition to researching the formulas and synonyms (common names) of chemicals that are found in your food, you will identify the hazards associated with the chemicals.


The Internet site that you should use for this assignment is http://hazard.com/msds.  Once you have logged onto this site, type the name of the chemical to be researched into the first search space provided (e.g., sucrose).  The program will search its database and give you a list of names that appear to match your chemical, you will be transferred to the website of the manufacturer of the chemical.  A material safety data sheet (MSDS) will appear for the chemical of interest.


On the MSDS you will find a great deal of information including the formulas, synonyms and hazard information.  When writing the formula throughout your assignments make sure to use proper subscripts (e.g., 
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, rather than C6H12O6).


You are to search for and give the formulas, synonyms, and hazard information for at least three different chemicals found on the label of one thing that you normally eat.  If the food you choose does not have at least three different chemicals which you are able to successfully research, you must choose a different food product.


Once you have gathered all the information necessary you must come up with a way to display the information so that your classmates will be able to learn about the food you are eating.  Make sure you include the label off the food product as part of the display.
